NOFA-VT is a nonprofit association of farmers, gardeners, and consumers working to promote 

an economically viable and ecologically sound Vermont food system for the benefit of current 

and future generations.   

 

Job Description: 

The Northeast Organic Farming Association of Vermont (NOFA-VT) is seeking an experienced 

baker with a flexible schedule from May-October 2020 to manage our mobile, wood-fired oven 

program. The purpose of the oven is to 1) Promote NOFA-VT to members new and old and be a 

presence in different communities throughout Vermont, 2) Market organic farms and their food 

products, and 3) Educate consumers through a unique food experience. 

  

Job Responsibilities: 

 Bake in a woodfired oven for events statewide (on farms, food festivals, agricultural 

events & more) 

 Ability to drive a truck with a 2-ton trailer long distances, back up trailer and maneuver 

on uneven ground at various event sites. 

 Lift ~25-50 pounds on a regular basis (dough buckets, tables + tent, wood) 

 Split firewood  

 Ensure that product and process meets Vermont Health Department standards and food 

stand requirements. 

 Source farm-fresh ingredients, off and on-site preparation of dough and toppings, 

equipment clean up and storage, and ingredient tracking and inventory. 

 Maintain equipment inventory. 

 Promote NOFA-VT’s mission and marketing message at events. 

 Manage event volunteers, and provide training and guidance. 

 

Job Qualifications:  As a seasonal contractor, the Mobile Oven Baker & Coordinator has strong 

interpersonal skills and must be able to work independently with minimum supervision, multi-

task, organize and work with volunteers for each event.  

 

The ideal candidate would be comfortable and skilled at splitting wood with an axe. Applicants 

should be prepared to work rain or shine, think on their feet, enjoy creativity, flexibility and 

meeting new people.
